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Color contrast is very important to legibility. To meet current accessibility standards, use only approved
color combinations.

This chart "grades" various combinations of NMSU brand colors. NMSU's goal is to achieve Level AA compliance.
The red "DNP" tags means a particular combination Does Not Pass — don't use those combinations.

Web Content Accessibility Guidelines (WCAG) require a contrast ratio of at least 4.5:1 for normal text and 3:1 for
large text to achieve Level AA compliance. Large text is defined as 14 point (typically 18.66px) and bold or larger,
or 18 point (typically 24px) or larger.
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
